nie zapowiada sie lepiej. Poza ciggle
obecnym wirusem afrykanskiego pomoru
$win (ASF), doszta pandemia COVID-19.
Sa to zupetnie nowe realia gospodarcze,
w jakich przyszto funkcjonowa¢ wszyst-
kim podmiotom gospodarczym, w tym

firmom przemystu migsnego. Priorytetem
dla firm migsnych jest zapewnienie cig-
gtosci produkcii, poprzez wprowadzanie
szeregu zabezpieczen, zwtaszcza w od-
niesieniu do pracownikow, co generuje
dodatkowe koszty.

In 2019, the production of three
basic types of livestock in hot carcass
weight (exclusive of offal) in Poland
was 5,140 thousand tonnes, including
2,707 thousand tonnes of poultry meat,
1,866 thousand tonnes of pork and
567 thousand tonnes of beef. The total
production of meat was as in the previ-
ous year, yet its structure was different.
The production of pork decreased on an
annual basis by 5.4%, of beef by 1.0%,
while the production of poultry increased
by 4.2%. As a result, the production of
poultry accounted for 52.7% of the total
production of meat, the production of
pork — 36.6% and of beef - 11.0% while
in 2018 these values were 50.5%, 38.4%
and 11.1%, respectively.

The basis for the decreased produc-
tion of pork was the decrease in the pig
population which took place in December
2018 (in relation to December 2017, the
pig population decreased by 7.3%) and
in June 2019 (in relation to June 2018,
the pig population decreased by 8.9%), it
was caused by the preceding downward
trend of prices of pigs. It was started at
the beginning of the second half of 2017
and lasted until the end the first quarter
of 2019. At the beginning, the rate of
price fall was relatively low, but it was
gradually growing and then was slowly
decreasing. In the second half of 2017,
the average price of pigs was lower than
the year before by 3.1%, including by
6.2% in the fourth quarter. In relation to
the same quarters of the previous years,
the prices of pigs in the first quarter of
2018 fell by 9.6%, in the second quarter -
by 17.8%, in the third quarter — by 10.4%
and in the fourth quarter — by 8.8%. In
the first quarter 2019, they were lower

than the year before by 4.7%. The very
low prices of pigs and higher (in relation
to the previous year) prices of cereals
and feed led to the deteriorated profit-
ability of rearing in the 2017/2018 and
2018/2019 seasons.

The conditions of rearing improved
in the 2019/20 marketing year. In the
second half of 2019, the buying-in price
of pigs amounted to PLN 5.91/kg and
was by 31.3% higher than the year be-
fore. The price of rye (PLN 71.73/dt)
was higher than the year before by 3.8%
and of barley (PLN 83.58/dt) by 4.2%.
The ratios of the prices of pigs to the
marketplace prices of rye and barley
enlarged by 26.2% and 26.8%, respec-
tively. The rise in the prices of industrial
feed (feed mixture for fatteners by 4.1%
and concentrated feed by 0.2%) was
also so small that due to the rise in the
prices of pigs those ratios enlarged by
25.7% (ratio of the prices of pigs to the
prices of feed mixture) and by 31.4%
(ratio of the prices of pigs to the prices
of concentrated feed).

As a result, in December 2019, the
pig population amounted to 11,215 thou-
sand head and was by 1.7% higher than
the year before. The piglet population
increased on an annual basis by 0.4%
and the weaner population — by 3.4%.
The population of pigs for rearing weigh-
ing 50 kg and more increased by 1.2%,
including pregnant sows by 3.6%. The
population of pigs for slaughter weighing
50 kg and more increased by 1.7%.

In the first quarter, the profitability
of rearing was still beneficial to produc-
ers. The price of pigs was by 45.9%

higher than the year before, the price
of rye was lower by 6.6% and of barley
by 6.0%. The ratio of the prices of pigs
to the prices of rye enlarged by 56.2%
and to the prices of barley - by 55.3%.
In the second quarter, however, it dete-
riorated due to the COVID-19 pandemic.
In April, the growth rate of the prices of
pigs decreased to 6.3% and in early
May the first annual falls of those prices
appeared. Nevertheless, the results of the
whole 2019/2020 season will not change
significantly anymore.

It is estimated that in June 2020,
the pig population may be by about 3%
higher than the year before and amount
to about 11.2 million head. The further
changes in the pig population will depend
on the development of the COVID-19
pandemic in Poland and all over the
world, and, first of all, on the scale of
rise in the prices of cereals and feed
following this year’s harvest. If drought
affects these crops and their prices rise
significantly, the upward trend of the pig
population may be halted and turned into
the downward trend. If it happened so, in
December 2020 the pig population could
be about 10.9 million head and in June
2021 - about 10.6 million head. Then, it
would be lower than in the same periods
of the previous year by about 3% and
5%, respectively.

In 2020, the production of pork may
be about 2,410 thousand tonnes which
means its stabilisation in relation to 2019.
In the first half, the decrease in the pro-
duction of 2019 would continue and the
increase would start in the second half of
2020. If the pig population decreased in
December 2020 and in June 2021, in the



second half of 2021 we could expect an-
other decrease in the production by about
3%. Then, we would deal with the excep-
tionally short (shortened due to COVID-19)
upward trend of the production.

In recent years, the cattle popula-
tion has increased at a variable pace,
mainly due to the increased population
of other cattle (in addition to cows). In
December 2019, the cattle population in
total amounted to 6,261 thousand head
and was by 1.3% higher than the year
before. The size of the cow population
decreased by 0.6% and the size of the
other cattle population increased by
2.4%. The rate of decrease in the dairy
cow population (decrease on an annual
basis by 2.3%) was higher than that of the
cattle population in total as the suckler
cow population increased on an annual
basis by 17.7%. In December 2019, it
amounted to 239 thousand head. The
suckler cow population accounted for
9.9% of the cow population and 3.8%
of the cattle population in total.

It is estimated that in June 2020,
the cattle population may be about
6,250 thousand head and in December
- 6,260 thousand head. This means that
in June the cattle population may be
lower by about 1% than in June 2019 and
in December it may be the same as in
December 2019. In 2020, the production
of beef may stand at about 1,066 thou-
sand tonnes which means its decrease by
about 3% in relation to 2019. In the first
half of the year, it may be lower by about
1% but in the second half by about 4%.

In the first half of 2019, the average
buying-in price of cattle amounted to
PLN 6.43/kg and was by 1.4% lower
than the year before. In the second half,
it amounted to PLN 6.18/kg and in re-
lation to the second half of 2018 it was
lower by 4.9%. As a result, the average
annual buying-in price amounting to PLN
6.31/kg was by 3.1% lower than the year
before. The fall in the buying-in prices of
young cattle for slaughter was deeper
than in each of analysed periods. In the
first half of 2019, the buying-in price of
young cattle for slaughter amounting to

PLN 6.62/kg was by 2.4% lower than the
year before. In the second half, it fell to
PLN 6.31/kg and was by 6.2% lower than
the price in the previous year. The aver-
age annual buying-in price amounting to
PLN 6.42/kg was by 4.3% lower than the
year before. The difference between the
average annual price of young cattle for
slaughter and the price of cattle in total
fell from PLN 0.20/kg to PLN 0.15/kg. At
the same time, it was by half lower than
in 2016 (PLN 0.33/kg). The process of
the relative fall in the prices of young
cattle for slaughter in relation to other
categories of cattle has been lasting since
the moment of Poland’s accession to the
European Union. In 2003, the difference
in the prices in favour of young cattle for
slaughter amounted to PLN 0.44/kg.

In the first quarter of 2020, the buy-
ing-in price of cattle in total was PLN
6.39/kg and the price of young cattle for
slaughter — PLN 6.49/kg. The price of
cattle in total was lower than in the first
quarter of 2019 by 1.8% and the price of
young cattle by 2%. The still lasting fall
in the buying-in prices of young cattle
for slaughter deeper than the fall in the
prices of cattle in total may be a risk to the
increase in the production of young cattle
for slaughter. COVID-19 intensifies and
consolidates this long-term, unfavourable
process. In the first two months of the
second quarter of 2020, the fall in the
prices of cattle became deeper. In April,
the buying-in price of cattle amounted
to PLN 6.12/kg and of young cattle -
PLN 6.22/kg. Those prices were lower
than in April 2019 by 5.7% and 5.2%,
respectively. In May, those prices rose
to PLN 6.22/kg and PLN 6.32/kg and
were lower than in May 2019 by 4.6%
and 4.5%, respectively.

The positive balance of foreign trade
in meat in 2019 was 1,906 thousand
tonnes, when compared to 1,722 thou-
sand tonnes in 2018. Its increase was de-
termined, as usual, by the large increase
in the positive balance of foreign trade in
poultry (by 152 thousand tonnes, i.e. by
10.5%). The positive balance of trade in
beef decreased by 1% (by 3 thousand
tonnes) and the negative balance of
trade in pork by 23.6% (by 35 thousand

tonnes), i.e. from 148 thousand tonnes
in 2018 to 113 thousand tonnes. It is es-
timated that in 2020 the positive balance
of foreign trade in meat will be probably
1,630 thousand tonnes so it can be lower
by 65 thousand tonnes. The decrease in
the overall balance will be a consequence
of the decrease in the balance of all its
components which is mostly determined
by the COVID-19 pandemic. The bal-
ance of trade in poultry will decrease by
310 thousand tonnes (to 1,285 thousand
tonnes) and of trade in beef by 69 thou-
sand tonnes (to 355 thousand tonnes).
The negative balance of trade in pork may
decrease by about 3 thousand tonnes
(to about 113 thousand tonnes).

In Poland, in May 2020 the retail pric-
es of meat and its products reached the
level by 1.2% higher than in December
2019. The prices of beef rose by 1.7%.
The retail prices of pork fell by 2.5% and
of poultry meat by 3.4%. Coldmeats and
other meat products went up in price
by 3.9% and offal and offal products by
3.7%. In May 2020, consumers paid for
meat products, on average, by 7.1%
more than the year before. The rise in the
prices of coldmeats and meat products
by 10.9% was accompanied by the rise
in the prices of raw meat by 7.1%. In
May 2020, pork was more expensive by
6.5% than the year before, beef by 1.9%
while poultry meat was cheaper by 3.7%.

It may be presumed that in the sub-
sequent months of 2020, and in particu-
lar in the third and fourth quarter, the
growth rate of the retail prices of meat
and meat products will be weakened,
mostly due to the fall in the prices of
pork. The decreased demand caused by
the COVID-19 pandemic accelerated the
downward trend of the buying-in prices of
pigs. The fall in the prices of pork in rela-
tion to December 2019 and April 2020,
as recorded in May 2020, suggests the
inevitable fall in the retail prices of pork.
The expected decrease in the export of
beef will probably put pressure on the fall
in the prices of beef. On the other hand,
the increased national consumption will
contribute to the rise in the prices of beef.



It is estimated that in 2020, the con-
sumption of pork may decrease from
38.5 kg per capita in 2019 to 38 kg. The
consumption of beef may increase from
3.5 kg per capitato 4 kg per capita, while
the consumption of poultry will probably
remain at the same level as the year before
(27.6 kg per capita). As a result, the total
consumption of meat (including offal) will
also probably remain at the same level as
the year before (75.5 kg per capita).

After several years of increase,
in 2019 industrial slaughter of pigs,
cattle and calves decreased to about
2,340 thousand tonnes in hot carcass
weight i.e. was by about 5% lower than
in 2018. Slaughter of pigs decreased by
about 6% (to around 1,760 thousand
tonnes in hcw) and of cattle and calves
by about 1% (to 565 thousand tonnes).
The production of meat products (in-
cluding coldmeats and canned meat)
decreased by 2% (to around 1,100 thou-
sand tonnes).

Even higher decreases in slaughter
of pigs and cattle and the production of
meat products took place in the first quar-
ter of 2020. In medium-sized and large
companies, slaughter of pigs decreased,
when compared to the same period in
the previous year, by 13.8% and of cat-
tle and calves by 2.6%. The production
of coldmeats decreased by 8.8% and
of canned meat by as much as 34%.
The decrease resulted, inter alia, from
turbulence in the global market caused
by the spreading COVID-19 pandemic
which had paralysed the functioning of
many economies, including also trade
and also from the rising retail prices of
meat and meat products resulting in the
limited demand.

The production sold of the meat in-
dustry in 2019 could increase to about
PLN 61.3 billion and was by 7% higher
than in 2018. This increase resulted, inter
alia, from the relatively large rise in the
producer prices i.e. by 3.4%. Despite

this fact, the economic and financial per-
formance of meat industry companies
turned out to be much weaker, espe-
cially with respect to the two previous
record-breaking years (2017-2018). Net
profit decreased by more than 1/5 and all
profitability indices decreased which had
been caused by the increased production
costs (raw material, labour, energy).

The year 2019 was a year difficult
to meat industry companies and the
current year 2020 does not look better.
In addition to the still present virus of
African swine fever (ASF), the COVID-19
pandemic appeared. This is a completely
new economic reality in which all eco-
nomic entities, including meat industry
companies, must operate. A priority for
meat companies is to guarantee the
continuity of production, by introducing
a series of safeguards, in particular with
respect to workers, which generates
additional costs.
